	Area of Learning
	Objectives to be covered

	Communication and Language
	Is the child using pronouns (him,me,she) and using plurals and prepositions (in, on, under)these may not always be used correctly to start with.

Is the child frequently asking questions, such as names of people and objects.

	Personal, Social and Emotional
	Look for clues about how to respond to something interesting.

	Physical
	Use large and small motor skills to do things independently, for example manage buttons and zips, and pour drinks.
Show an increasing desire to be independent, such as wanting to feed themselves and dress or undress.

	Literacy
	Makes comments and shares own ideas.

	Maths
	Compare sizes, weights etc. using gesture and language- bigger/little/smaller, high/low, ‘tall’, ‘heavy’

Notice patterns and arrange thins into patterns.

	Understanding the World
	Explore and respond to different natural phenomena in their setting.


	Expressive Arts and Design
	Explore different materials, using all their senses to investigate them.
